In accordance with section 9-4 of the Norwegian Public Limited Liability Companies Act,
the board of directors is authorised to, on behalf of the company, acquire own shares
with a total nominal value of up to NOK 33,000,000, which is equivalent to 10% of the
existing share capital.

The maximum amount which can be paid for each share is NOK 100 and the minimum
is NOK 1.

Acquisition and sale of own shares may be carried out in the manner the board of
directors finds appropriate, however, not by subscription of own shares.

The authorisation is valid up until the company's annual general meeting in 2021, but
not later than 30 June 2021.




The board of directors proposes that the general meeting A Norske siog
resolves as follows (9):

1. In accordance with section 10-14 of the Norwegian Public Limited Liability Companies Act, the board of
directors is authorised to increase the company's share capital with up to NOK 33,000,000, which is
equivalent to 10% of the existing share capital. Within this maximum amount, the authorisation may be
used once or several times.

2. The authorisation may be used to issue consideration shares in connection with acquisitions of
companies or other businesses.

3. The authorisation is valid up until the company's annual general meeting in 2021, but not later than 30
June 2021.

4. The preferential rights of the existing shareholders to subscribe for new shares pursuant to section 10-4
of the Norwegian Public Limited Liability Companies Act may be deviated from, in accordance with
section 10-5.

5. The authorisation comprises share capital increases against contribution in kind and the right to
undertake special obligations on the part of the company pursuant to section 10-2 of the Norwegian
Public Limited Liability Companies Act.

6. The authorisation comprises share capital increases in connection with mergers pursuant to section 13-

5 of the Norwegian Public Limited Liability Companies Act. ;
